UNIFORM REMINDERS

e October 31st was the end of our shorts season until spring. We strongly encourage
our female students to wear leggings if they plan on wearing skirts. A reminder that
leggings/sweatpants under skirts must be worn during recess for students in Grades
5-8 who wear skirts.
